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The investigation islamic coping strategies and personality
characteristics and self-handicapping in revolutionary force (Basiji)
& ordinary students
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Abstract

Introduction: The importance of psychological studies in
the field of basij has led to this research, examining and
comparing the role of Islamic coping strategies &
personality  dimensions  in  self-handicapping  of
revolutionary force (active & ordinary) and non — member.
Method: Using cluster sampling method, 392
revolutionary force (Basiji) & ordinary students, from
the universities of Tehran, were selected and answered to
scales of self-handicapping (SHS), Islamic Coping
Strategies (ICSS) and Dimensions Personality (NEO-
FFI). Data were analyzed by some statistical methods
including Pearson Correlation Coefficient, ANOVA and
Enter Regression.

Results: The results showed that there is a negative
relationship between extraversion, openness, agrecableness
and conscientiousness with self-handicapping (p<0.001)
and also Islamic Coping Strategies (cognitive, behavioral
and emotional) were negatively correlated with self-
handicapping and  dimensions. = Comparing  self-
handicapping in revolutionary force (active & ordinary)
and non—-member students demonstrated that average
self-handicapping (claim, Behavioral and general) in
non—member students are more in revolutionary force
students (active & ordinary). Regression showed that
Islamic Coping Strategies and dimensions of personality
can be predictive 57 percent of the variance of self-
handicapping.

Discussion: It can be concluded that revolutionary force
students have more healthy personality dimensions and
due to religious obligation, they have less self-
handicapping, facing stress events.
