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Abstract

Introduction: Immunization of attitudes requires a model
by which the soft war activities of the enemy can be
prevented, and the attitudes of the audience be protected
against soft threats. This research is intended to design a
model for protecting audiences against soft war.
Method:This research follows a correlation descriptive
method. Having identified the dimensions, components and
indicators of the concept, the research was followed by
theoretical studies and scientific interviews with experts.
Then a model was designed for immunization of attitudes,
the validity and reliability of which were confirmed by
structured questionnaire. The degree of its effectiveness and
priority was measured by a sample population of 267.
Structural equations were used to measure the validity of the
model.

Results:The results (p< 0/001) indicated that cognition
aspect had the first rank, the behavioral aspect was the
second, and emotional aspect was the third. With regard to
components, in cognition aspect, orientation to Velayat was
the first, faith to God was the second and increase in insight
was the third. In the emotional aspect, spiritual orientation
was the first, self confidence and hope to future was the
second and acceptability remained third. In the behavioral
aspect, obedience to Velayat was first, comprehensive
defence was second, and participation in the battle between
righteousness and evilness remained third.

Discussion:In the process of protecting attitudes against soft
war, cognitive aspect was more important. Orientation to
Velayat was prior in the cognitive aspect. In the emotional
aspect, priority related to spirituality, and in the behavioral
aspect it was given to obedience to Valayat.

It can be concluded that the prior aspects and components
need to be considered more in educational programming
against soft war.
